Passes

1

Each Site Vehicle Pass will admit One Vehicle, and there will be free entry for 2 adults and 2 children
under 16 years of age accompanying that vehicle. EVERY OTHER PERSON WILL BE CHARGED
THE FULL ENTRANCE FEE.

Please note our objective is to raise money for charities and our admission prices are extremely
modest. Our aim is to ensure that all those who have a definite need for a Site Vehicle Pass are
catered for, whilst for the enjoyment of all concerned, we do not want to have any more vehicles on site
than is absolutely necessary. There is ample free parking adjacent to the Rally Field.

2 This pass will only be valid if the vehicle registration number is written on the pass and the pass is in
full view on the dashboard of the vehicle. Any vehicle not displaying a valid pass will be directed to the
Public Car Parks.
